Richard might learn more about himself, and maybe even forget all about the south, even though he said it could never happen.  He might feel safe on the streets, and he might get a better job.  He will always remember the south no matter what happens.  He knows the feeling of living in a southern lifestyle.  He can still feel the pain he suffered throughout his life.
