At home Aunt Addie is ready to beat him but Richard grabs a knife and tells her to stay away and that he didn’t do anything wrong.  He even tattles on the other student.  Then Aunt Addie is outraged at the fact that Richard has lied to her.  Eventually before anybody got hurt, Granny and Richard’s mother walk in and send Aunt Addie out of the kitchen.  I think that it leads Richard to believe that the Catholic school is not for him.

3) Richard doesn’t believe in God or the teachings of churches.  When questioned he asked for proof that God and Angels exists.  Richard believes that there is nothing good in life and so he feels that there isn’t a God, and that Religion is not for him.  

4) At the end of the chapter, when Richard is in prayer session he is thinking up stuff to write.  He comes up with this idea of an Indian girl that must die.  She walks into the water and drowns.  It isn’t really about anything, but Richard doesn’t care.  He only knows that it is his and won’t show it to anyone whom he knows.  This might be something that Richard will soon want to learn to do more of and could help him get through the hardships of life.
