Chapters 7 –9

Objective:

1. Michaelis – this is George Wilson’s friend who stays with him while he is sick.  He insists that he stay in bed, but George doesn’t want to miss out on business.  He is Greek, and ran a coffee joint.  He had been George Wilson’s neighbor for 4 years.  He is a caring person.  You can tell this by the way he is so concerned about George Wilson when he locks Mrs. Wilson in her room.


Mr. Gatz – This person is actually James Gatsby before he 
changed his 
name at the age of 17.  

2. Gatsby, Daisy, Tom, Jordan, and Nick all go to New York City in cars.  Tom, Nick, and Jordan all go in Gatsby’s yellow Rolls Royce.  While Daisy and Gatsby go in the Copé.  
3. The weather is very hot, humid in fact.  It causes the women to become annoyed and uncomfortable.  There is no air conditioner, so Tom decides that they should all go to New York.  The hot air is still sickening.

Subjective
