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1.  "It's okay, Bruce. Your friend will be all right. Apparently hasn't been swallowing his Dilantin. I simply don't know what he is doing with it." (pg.153) What he is doing with it is giving it to one of his buddies.  He doesn’t like to take the Dilantin, but it keeps him from having seizures.  The nurse says that he was looking better now and it was a shame that it had to happen again.  She doesn't know what's happening and she really doesn't seem to be concerned.  I can conclude from the nurse's control is that the medication they take depends on how long they have to stay in the ward.  

2. a.  What Scanlon means is if he doesn't take the medication he will get seizers and if he does his teeth will fall out.

b. The bind that McMurphy is in pertains to his behavior.  If he should stand up for the men or sit back and let the nurse do anything she wants with the patients.  The consequence for minding his own business is that the other patients won’t have anyone to look up to, and to bring them out of the fog.  If he continues to act out he might not be able to get out of the hospital when he expected.  

3. I would use the word “sparkling” The Nurse is seen as this and so is the ward.  Everything about the ward is sparkling and tidy.  Everything is so organized between the patients, and nothing seems to change about it either.

6. What McMurphy believes to be true about the patients is that they are mostly young and in their prime.  He wonders why they get up and leave the ward, when they are there voluntarily.  They should get out and enjoy life, but they say they don’t have the guts to enter the real world. Billy Bibbit comments on why he and the rest of the patients don’t get up and leave if they don’t like it there.  “Well, I’m not big and tough.  Neither is Harding, Niether is F-Fredrickson.  Neither is Suh-Sefelt.  Oh-oh, you-you t-talk like we stayed in here because we liked it!”(p. 168) The patients are there for a reason, and that is so they can stay safe and aren’t subjected to the cruel world.  McMurphy can’t seem to understand why all the young voluntary Acutes don’t just get up and leave.  They don’t have a certain sentence holding them back.  He doesn’t understand why he is one of the few to be committed, and this puzzles him deeply.  “I don’t seem able to get it straight in my mind….”(p. 168)

7) A.
When McMurphy drove his fist threw the glass in his act of defiance towards the Big Nurse.  Just seconds before, the Big Nurse had announced that the staff and her agreed upon taking away the tub room as a place for the patients to play their card games. This upset McMurphy very much.
