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1.  

A. Big Nurse, when she’s angry is best described as large.  She blows up in some creature that’s going to hurt you.  She is like a large machine driven truck.  This shows that she can blow up at people when she is angry, and demonstrates the side of her that people may fear.  Some don’t view Big Nurse as mean, but is there to keep order, and if you disrupt her work, she will be set off on you with her tractor like personality. 

B. The Fog Machine is the machine used when the patients enter the before they get shaved.  They are only for patients though.  I don’t really know what the fog machine is.  Just when it happens and it makes the patients feel more relaxed or safe in the fog.  If I were to guess what it would be.  I would have to say a shower heater that creates steam and fogs up everything.  

C. The Combine is what Chief believes is the community.  The ward is a way to produce and make the patients more fit for the program.  The More machines the better off people will be and it is easier to keep order.  

D. The Cotton Mill is the memory of a comforting sound.  It frightens him because it is indeed a machine of some sort, and they are believed to be wicked.  A remembrance of a California football team playing football.  It caused him to drift off to sleep as the terror began.  

E. The Slaughterhouse goes back to the nightmares he has about the ward, and how it makes the people hang from wires representing what the ward is to the Chief.  The ward is represented as a large place where the staff pick and poke at the patients until they can decide to place them in the Combine. 

F. Other examples of what I noticed of mechanical/electrical imagery would have to be when Chief hears noises from the walls and buttons that people operate.  The paranoia and increasing sounds add to the Chief’s insanity.    

2. The secret to be the perfect con man is understanding what the mark wants, and how make him think he is getting it without losing it yourself.  The better way to become this con man was during the card game.  McMurphy lets them win their cigarettes back and when this happens they feel that they have won even though they had just received what they had lost before hand.  “The Secret to being a top-notch con-man is being able to know what the mark wants, and how to make him think he’s getting it.”(p. 74)

3. McMurphy tricks the Chief into confirming what he suspects (Bromden isn’t deaf) by telling Chief that the black boy is coming down the aisle toward his bed and then Bromden is startled and right then McMurphy had his answer that meant he was listening after all and wasn’t really a deaf old Indian.  “Why you sure did give a jump when I told you that coon was coming.  Chief.  I though somebody told me you was deaf.”(p. 77)

4. While the Chief slept he dreamed that the war had turned into a large hose and was turning all the people into robots and were hurting them.  It was a nightmare about a man stabbed through the ankle and hung by wires that ripped out of him.  The social worker on the ward walked through a bunch of girls and a flask and started laughing continuously.  

5. The reasons the Chief gives for McMurphy being so different from the men on the ward is because he saw his hands and knows where McMurphy has been.  He is rapidly on the move.  He can’t stay in one place for very long because he fears becoming a Combine.  Chief understands all of this about McMurphy, and will probably use it towards McMurphy later on in the Novel.  

6. The Confrontation between Big Nurse and McMurphy in Chapter 8 happened when McMurphy was caught half-naked, only wearing a towel and a cap.  His excuse he gave was that his clothes had been stolen and his greens hadn’t been given to him yet.  Big Nurse knew about his attitude throughout the ward.  He had a reputation of being loud.  As McMurphy and Big Nurse talk and find out that his greens were never issued and she never got upset towards McMurphy.  He carried on like the first day he was in the ward.  He begins singing again down the hall.  “She turns and starts off in the other direction, her flat red smile going out before her; before she’s got the door closed on her glass station, his singing is rolling from the dorm door in the hall again.”(p. 91)
