Stowe 				prortrayed the darkest inhumanities of southern slavery inthe first 				American novel to include blacks as central characters.  It sold 300,000 				coppies in its first year and became one of the most popular plays of the 				period.

John Brown's Raid on Harper's Ferry -  	Slaves were supposed to go with them.  John Brown is 					sentenced to Death.  This happens a lot in the south.  North 					was outraged and thought he was a hero.  North was anti-					slavery, this was a contributer to the civil war.

Missouri Compromise (1820) -	Law proposed by Henry Clay in 1820 admitting Missouri to the Untion 				as a slave state and Maine as a free state and banning slavery in the 				louisiana Territory north of latitude 36 degrees - 30 degrees.





Comprimise of 1850 - 		The acquisition of Texas and California brough a showdown between 				the North and the South over representation in the national 					government.  the Compromise of 1850 permitted Texas and California to 				be admitted to the Union without seriously undermining the balance of 				power in the Senate.  It was a different story in the House of 					Representatives, however, where teh balance favored the North.  Plan 				intended to reconcile North and South on the issue of slavery; it 				recognized the principle of popular sovereignty and included a strong 				fugitive slave law. 





Harriet Beecher Stowe -		American novelist and abolitionist whose novel Uncle Tim's Cabin 				fanned antislavery sentiment inthe North.





Popular Sovereignty -		Those states that are going to become a state they they get to decide 				whether or not they want to be a slave or non - slave state.  





Dred Scott Decision - 		1859 Scott was a slave in Wisconson and in 1840 his master dies and so 				he sues for his freedom.  Masurrie says that he is a slave, because they 				moved from Masurrie to Wisconson.   The Supreme Court said that he 				was a slave.  They say that no non-white person could be a citizen, and 				no slave can sue for freedom, and congress doesn't have the right to 				declare a freestate.

Emancipation Proclamation -	Jun 1st 1863, Linconl's order abolishing slavery in States "in Rebellion" 				but not in border territories loyal to the Union.  





Rise of the Ku Klux Klan -		Reconstruction era; Most military leaders were leading the KKK.

Alexander Hamilton - 		New York Lawyer and political theorist who worked to win ratification 				of the constitution; he later became the first US secretary of the 				treasury.  he was an Anglofile( liked England).





Thomas Jefferson -		Smart, Born in Virginia appreciates power and when he is in power. 				Philosopher and natralists had faith in the people.  He was a Francofile 				( likes the French)  Takes care of all revolutionalry war debt.  1790, 				founded first national bank.

Whiskey Rebellion -		An Uprising by grain farmerss in western Pennsylvania in 1794 over a 				federal tax on whiskey, washington led militias from nearby states to 				help the rebellion.
